DESIGN FORUM - ADVANCED CUTTING AND COLORING
The final class in the program is an advanced workshop, which focuses on up-to-the-minute salon techniques in 
cutting, coloring and styling. At this point in their training, students need to think as ‘professionals’, they must be 
able to analyze a client’s needs in total, both aesthetically and functionally. This advanced workshop teaches 
students to make styling decisions with a plan in mind. Technically, students will re-explore all the disciplines 
they have learned so far and take them one step farther in preparation for making the transition from school 
to salon. Upon completion of the workshop, students will receive a Design Forum Certificate in Advanced 
Cutting/Styling.

This workshop is updated several times each year to reflect changing styles and developments within the 
industry.

COLORS

techniques in color design. In a classroom situation, students will use a ten level international color weft system 
to simulate a wide range of natural hair colors. By applying various color products to wefts with different 
natural levels and then analyzing the results, students will become familiar with fundamental hair coloring 
principles. Students will experiment with a variety of application techniques designed to create unique and 
exciting effects for each client.

PERM DESIGN
Students learn a variety of perm wrapping techniques and patterns to create texture and styling versatility for 
their clients. Students gain confidence through thorough permanent wave knowledge with both practical 
application and theoretical explanation. The Pivot Point Perm Design DVD and textbook assist the learning 
process. Real life experience on customers expands the students’ knowledge and skills.

MEN’S
Men have become more image conscious than ever and important clients for hairstyling services including 
colors. This class focuses on the particular skills used in serving male clientele. Cutting, coloring, perming and 
styling are taught with attention to the masculine line. Using the Pivot Point Men’s DVD, the most current 
men’s cutting and styling techniques are explored.
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WORK EXPERIENCE
To assist students in obtaining suitable employment upon graduation and to expose students to the work 
environment while they are still in school, M.C. College Group has developed a Partners in Training program in 
each city where schools operate.

 - Students must have Grade 12 with a minimum of Grade 11 English,  
   Math and Science.
Career Research Essay 2 pages handwritten or typed including: 

 - Information you have researched regarding wages, job availability,   
   career paths and career advancement in the Hairstyling Industry
 - Your personal reasons for choosing a career in Hairstyling 
 - Your long term goals 
 - The names of at least two people in the hairstyling industry who you  
   spoke to for information
Two Letters of Reference from someone other than family or friends. 

 - This may include a co worker, supervisor, teacher or counsellor. 

For students who attended high school outside of Canada, completion of 

the school entrance exam with a passing mark of 65% maybe substituted 

for a high school transcript.  

All Entrance Requirements must be received by the college at least three 
weeks prior to your chosen start date.
